Residents, Phil and Jan Fowler reported 

seeing dead birds (downy woodpeckers) 

getting caught in our street lamps (they 

have observed 5 dead birds in 5 months in 

different lamps in neighborhood).  They 

have worked with Bill Simone from the 

City of Concord since July to come up 

with a solution.  Pictures of the trapped 

birds have been e-mailed to the company 

supplying the lamps.  Several potential 

solutions were discussed but research 

needs to be done to evaluate 

effectiveness, impact on fixture, and 

cost.
